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In September 2006 Dr. Bransby briefed President Bush and Alabama Governor Riley on the Development of cellulosic biofuels. He appeared on ABC “Nightline” in reference to his switchgrass research, following the State of the Union address this year. In February he was invited to the White House to brief President Bush again, along with Secretary of Energy Sam Bodman and several senior White House officials.
